Basic contrasts: = Will is normaly known as the predictive future, and describes known facts,
will, going to, or what we supposes true.

present I'll be late home this evening.

continuous The company will make a profit next year.

This can also take the form of an assumption.

= Will is dso used to express an immediate decision.
['ll take this one.

= Begoing to describes intentions or plans. At the moment of speaking the
plans have already been made.
I'm going to wait here until Carol gets back.
Going to is aso used to describe an event whose cause is present or evident.
Look at that tree! It's going to fall.
Compare the following with the examples in the first bullet point:
I'm going to be late this evening. I've got lots of paperwork to finish off.
The figures are good. | can see the company is going to make a profit this year.
Decisions expressed with going to refer to a more distant point in the future.

= Present continuous describes fixed arrangements, especially social and travel
arrangements. A time reference is usually included. Note the strong similarity
to the going to future. / am having a party next week and / am going to have a
party next week are communicating the same message.

Future continuous = Thisdescribes an event which will be happening at a future point.
Come round in the morning. I'll be painting in the kitchen.

» It can aso describe events which are going to happen anyway, rather than
events which we choose to make happen.
/ won't bother to fix a time to see you, because I'll be calling into the office
anyway several times next week.

» In some contexts future continuous aso sounds more polite than will.
Will you be going to the shops later? Ifyou go, could you get me some milk?

» Itcan also be used to refer to fixed arrangements and plans.
The band will be performing live in Paris this summer.

Future perfect = This has both simple and continuous forms, and refers to time which we
look back at from afuture point.
In two year's time I'll have finished the book.
By the end of the month, I'll have been working for this firm for a year.

Present simple and present perfect
Present simple is used to refer to future time in future time clauses.
When we get there, we'll have dinner.
Present perfect can also be used instead of present simple when the
completion of the event is emphasised.
When we've had a rest, we'll go out.

Present smple is also used to describe fixed events which are not simply the
wishes of the speaker.

Tom retires in three years.
Similarly, calendar references use the present ssimple.

Christmas is on a Tuesday next year.

Hope
This can be followed by either present or future verb forms.
/ hope it doesn't rain. | hope it won't rain.

Other verbs followed by will.
Most verbs of thinking can be followed by will if there is future reference.
These include: think, believe, expect, doubt.

| expect the train will be late. | doubt whether United will win.

Shall

The use of shall for first person in future reference is generally considered to
be restricted to British English and possibly declining in use. See Grammar
11 and 12 for other uses of shall and will. For some speakers, shall isused in
formal speech and in written language.

* With modals
Possible situations in the present
Ifyou get wet, you should change your clothes immediately.
Ifyou come early, we can discuss the problem together.
Hypothetical situations
Ifl had the money, | could help you.
Hypothetical past situations
Ifyou hadn't reminded me, I might have forgotten.

o Ifonly
This adds emphasis to hypothetical situations. With past events it adds a
sense of regret. The second part of the sentence is often left out.
Ifonly | had enough time!
If only | hadn't drunk too much, this wouldn't have happened!

Unless and other alternatives to if
Unless means only if not.
I'll go ahead and get the tickets unless you call me this afternoon.
(This means if you call me this afternoon, | won't get the tickets.)
This means if one situation depends on another, if can be replaced by as/so
long as, provided or only if. See Grammar 13 for only if.
I'll do what you say provided the police are not informed.
Even if describes how something will happen whatever the condition.
Even ifitrains, we'll still go for apicnic.

Past events with results in the present: past perfect + would
IfJim hadn't missed the plane, he would be here by now.

Should

After if, this makes the possibility of an event seem unlikely.
Ifyou should see Ann, could you ask her to call me?

(This implies that | do not expect you to see Ann.)

Were to
This also makes an event seem more hypothetical.
Ifl were to ask you to marry me, what would you say?

Happen to

This emphasises chance possibilities. It is often used with should.
Ifyou happen to see Helen, could you ask her to call me?
Ifyou should happen to bepassing, drop in for a cup of tea.

If it were not for/if it hadn't been for

This describes how one event depends on another.
Ifitweren't for Jim, this company would be in a mess.
Ifit hadn't been for their goalkeeper, United would have lost.

Will and would: politeness and emphasis
These can be used as polite forms.
Ifyou will/would wait here, I'll see ifMrs Green is free.
Will can also be used for emphasis, meaning ‘insist on doing'.
Ifyou will stay out late, no wonder you are tired! (insist on staying out)

Supposing, otherwise

Supposing or suppose can replace if, mainly in everyday speech.
Supposing you won the football pools, what would you do?

Otherwise means ‘or if not'. It can go at the beginning or end of the sentence.
Ifyou hadn't given us directions, we wouldn't have found the house.
Thanks for your directions to the house. We wouldn't have found it otherwise.
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e Butfor
This can replace ifnot. It is used in formal language, and must be followed
by a noun form.
Ifyou hadn't helped us, we would have been in trouble.
But for your help, we would have been in trouble.

If sofif not
These can refer to a sentence understood but not stated.
There is a possibility that Jack will be late. Ifso, | will take his place.

Colloguia omission of if
An imperative can be used instead of an ifclause in everyday speech.
St down, and I'll make us a cup oftea. (If you sit down ...)

Ifand adjectives
In expressions such as ifit is necessary/possible it is possible to omit the
verb be.

If interested, apply within.
